Below are listed several items of information  which you may find useful for your year in Reception.  This is in addition to the Notes to Parents which contains general essential information.

· children should have their own named zipped plastic folder to hold reading book and homework.

· their own plastic box (no more than 12 litres - with lid) in which to store their Sports clothing and shoes.  Please make sure this Sports gear is in school every day.  Swimming kit should be brought in to School on designated swimming days during the Summer Term. A foot and kit check takes place in the first PE lesson of each term.   

· Late Club is a facility which is open to all children staying between 3.30 and 4.30 p.m.  There is no charge for this.

· Ballet - please complete and return an Extras Form, available from the School Office, if you wish your child to participate in Ballet lessons;  this is a chargeable Extra, billed by the teacher, Mrs Gunn.  We encourage all girls in Reception to attend ballet lessons.

· a pair of named Wellingtons should be kept in school - clipped together with a named wooden clothes peg.

· during spells of cold weather, boys in Reception may wear long grey uniform trousers instead of grey uniform shorts.

· please ensure your child has a named blue nylon Art overall with Velcro fastenings.  This should be purchased from the School Uniform Supplier.

· a simple water bottle to keep on his/her desk.  Water is provided at Break - please request Extra Milk in writing to the School Office.  A healthy snack should be provided for break i.e. sandwich, fresh fruit – no crisps or chocolate biscuits please!
