Below are listed several items of information which you may find useful in Years 1 and 2.  This is in addition to the Notes to Parents which contains general essential information.

Children in Years 1 and 2 should have the following:

· one named A4 ring binder file to keep worksheets in.

· their own plastic named box (no larger than 12 litres - with lid) in which to store their Sports clothing and shoes.  Please make sure this Sports kit is in school every day.  Swimming kit should also be kept in school daily in the Summer. All PE kit including swimming kit and towels should be clearly named, and taken home on a Friday evening for washing.  A foot and kit check takes place in the first PE lesson of each term.

· a named blue nylon Art overall with Velcro fastenings.  This should be purchased from the school uniform supplier.

· a pair of named Wellingtons to be kept in school.

· a simple named water bottle to keep on his/her desk - sports cap lids are ideal.  Water is available at Break - please request Extra Milk in writing to the School Office.  A healthy snack should be provided for break i.e. sandwich, fresh fruit – no crisps or chocolate please!

Year 1 only

· during spells of cold weather boys in Year 1 may wear long grey uniform trousers instead of grey uniform shorts.

Year 2 only
· a slim pencil case with a selection of coloured pencils.

The following Clubs are available in Years 1 and 2:

· Gym Club takes place on a Monday between 4.45 and 5.30 p.m.  Places are allocated on a ‘first come first served’ basis (max. 12/14 children) commitment and regular attendance are expected.  This club runs during the Autumn and Spring terms; spaces occasionally occur during the year - please enquire at the School Office.

· Swimming Club is run by Mrs Foden on Tuesdays 4.45 – 5.15 p.m. during the Summer Term.  A letter is sent out by the School Office during the course of the Spring Term with a return slip - places are allocated on a ‘first come first served’ basis (max. 12/14 children) commitment and regular attendance are expected.  Children must be confident in deep water.

The following Extras are available to children in Years 1 and 2, and Extras form is available from the Office or can be downloaded from the website:

· Ballet takes place on a Wednesday afternoon.  If you wish your child to participate in Ballet lessons this is a chargeable Extra billed by the teacher, Mrs Gunn.  Please complete and return an Extras Form - available from the School Office.  

· Tennis takes place on Tuesdays during the Summer Term - classes are arranged in groups of 6/8 - this is a chargeable extra billed by the School.  A letter is sent out by the School Office during the course of the Spring Term and the reply slip should be returned. 

· Speech and Drama classes are arranged in groups of 4/6 – parents are billed direct by the teacher, Mrs Pearson – timetable is arranged by the school.  Please refer to the additional information sheet on Speech and Drama.

Year 2 only

· Judo takes place on Friday afternoon between 5.00 and 6.00 p.m. – this is a chargeable Extra billed by the school.

· Individual Music lessons – parents are billed direct by the teacher, the timetable is arranged by the School.

Further information:

· all children in Reception, 1, 2 and 3 are in Junior Choir.  Junior Choir (not Reception) take part in the Eastbourne Choir Festival held in the Spring Term and in the Carol Concert held in the Autumn Term.
· children staying for Swimming and Gym Clubs attend Late Club from 3.30 - 4.30 and are invited to Prep Tea from 4.30 - 4.45.
· Late Club is a facility which is open to all children staying between 3.30 and 4.30 p.m.  There is no charge for this.  Different activities are arranged for each afternoon.

· group Recorder Classes - these are part of the School Curriculum in Years 1, 2 and 3 – children will be supplied and billed by the School for their own Recorder and Recorder book. Please make sure that your child’s recorder is clearly marked with his/her name.

· the following items are used by your child in these classes and will be supplied and billed by the School:

· KS1 Science Study Book

· KS1 Science Question Book

· First School Dictionary

· Recorder and books

· A Skippers reading bag

Homework 
Year 1: daily reading at home – spellings once a week  - and from the Spring Term onwards possibly up to 10 to 15 minutes on another task.

Year 2:  15 minutes reading and possibly up to 15 minutes of another subject.   Any homework will be to consolidate the day’s activity and needs to be completed and handed in the next day.  New spellings will be given on a Friday and the children will be tested the following Thursday.

Year 2 only

· Under 8 Teams (Football, Cricket, Rounders and Netball) are picked from Years 3 and 2.   All pupils, if selected, are expected to play;  please check the Calendar and Fixtures list.

N.B.  With any “Extra” opted for in school, it will be likely that your child may miss a lesson and will then be responsible for making up any missed work.  Staff will endeavour to help children from falling behind. We obviously try to keep the disruption down to the minimum; priority on break time and lunchtime lessons is given to Senior pupils who are preparing for exams and also to S.E.N. children.  We cannot guarantee to timetable ‘Extras’ during non-foundation subjects.

We would respectfully remind parents that a full term’s notice, in writing, is required if a child is to be withdrawn from an extra-curricular activity, otherwise a term’s fees in lieu will be charged as per agreement.
